Foot Washing

To help kids remember God’s big story about Jesus washing the feet of the disciples, do your own foot
washing! Gather a bowl or basin of water, a towel, a washcloth, and soap (optional). Take turns letting each
person in the family sit with their feet in the basin while someone else washes the person’s feet. In God’s big
story this week, we learned Jesus washed the disciples’ feet as a demonstration of His love for them.
Then Jesus told the disciples to go and do the same for others. He was showing how to love others
through actions and serving them. When we wash each other’s feet, we’re following in the example

of Jesus and show-ing love in action. Ask each person to share how they felt when their feet were being
washed, and also how they felt when washing someone else’s feet.

Loving Others in Action

Do this activity to help your kids remember Jesus loves us and we can share His love with others. In

God’s big story, Jesus washed the feet of the disciples. In Bible times, this was a very humble act of
servanthood and love. People’s feet got very dirty from their travels. Today, we don’t always travel by
foot, but we can follow the example of Jesus and show love to people around us too! What could we
wash for someone who lives near us? Allow your kids to respond. Brainstorm together a way your family
could show love to a friend or neighbor by washing something—maybe a car or helping with a yard or
cleaning project. Pray together and ask God to help you love others the way He loves them. Then do the act
of kindness together and talk about how you’re showing the love of Jesus as you serve them.
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
